The following driver equipment specifications will be included in the 2023 FR Americas Sporting Regulations.

Please note the major changes:
e Only FIA standard 8860-2018-ABP helmets will be allowing for competition going forward.
e Beginning in 2024, only driver clothing with the FIA standard 8856-2018 will be allowed.
e Only FIA standard 8853-2016 safety belts will be allowed for competition going forward.
